Writing in her newsletter column several years ago, former ABLA editor Cathie Shiff recalled visiting with a wonderful man

advice, and yet shepherds�² notably independent by nature�² have lagged behind breeders of other livestock species in adopting 
technological advances in selection methodology.  
 
Ideally, the prudent breeder will select rams and ewes through a combination of art (the eye of the shepherd) along with science

also indexing lamb performance and ewe production. Hopefully, for the advancement of our breed�² and especially for the 
benefit of those commercial producers seeking the best Border Leicester rams to sire their replacement ewes�² the next step for 
many ABLA members will be enrollment in NSIP. 
 
NSIP (National Sheep Improvement Program) began operations in 1986  using highly specialized computer technology 
(Best Linear Unbiased Predictor, BLUP for short) to evaluate purebred sheep. BLUP identifies genetic variables for specific 
traits, enabling comparison between animals from different flocks of the same breed even when raised in widely diverse 
environments under various management systems. These variables, initially expressed by NSIP as Expected Progeny 
Differences (EPDs), are now reported as Estimated Breeding Values or EBVs. Until recently, NSIP calculations were conducted 
at Virginia Tech University with reports generated once each year. 
 
In the summer of 2010 NSIP contracted with LambPlan.  This program, housed at the University of New England in 
Australia, will now conduct BLUP analysis for all NSIP flocks. And LambPlan computer runs are done twice each month, so 
producers may now submit data and receive reports at any time throughout the year. LambPlan also evaluates carcass traits, with 
ultrasound technicians undergoing certification to scan eye muscle depth and fat cover. These changes, plus a gradual 
understanding and acceptance of BLUP technology, are generating renewed interest in NSIP. 
 
Numerous genetic traits can be evaluated through NSIP/LambPlan , and the breeder selects which to use. None are 
mandatory. Besides number of lambs born/weaned and their weights at various ages, other commonly reported measurements 
include fleece weight, eye muscle depth and fat cover, scrotal circumference, worm egg counts, etc. Regardless of how many 
traits are selected, NSIP collects a one-time data entry fee of $2 per head plus an annual flock enrollment fee determined by 
flock size ($50 for a flock of 1-20 ewes, $100 for 21-35 ewes, $150 for 36-50, etc.).

sharing common ancestors reside in two or more enrolled flocks. Linkage typically occurs when rams are sold or shared and 
progeny are distributed among multiple flocks. When a breed is new to NSIP (as ours is), with only a few enrolled flocks and 
little or no existing linkage, trait performance is reported as a Flock Breeding Value (FBV), meaning that comparison can only 
be made between animals in the same flock. As more flocks of the same breed enroll, and breeders work together to maintain 
strong linkage, breeding values for the various traits will be reported as EBVs. 
 
Flocks of all sizes �²  even those with as few as 10 ewes �²  can benefit from NSIP. However, those of us with smaller 
numbers need to be especially careful when planning matings since a ram needs sufficient numbers of progeny in order to

Her  neighbor   raised  sheep;;  he  was   looking   for  
someone  to  show  them  and  she  was  looking  for  a  project  she  could  be  involved  with  in  4-­H.  Little  did  she  know  that  
this  4-­H  project,  which   she   started  when   she  was   in   fourth  grade,  would  grow   into   her   FFA   supervised  agricultural  
experience  and  a  successful  business.      
    
Jones  leased  four  sheep  from  her  neighbor  the  first  year  and  eventually  purchased  two  Border  Leicester  ewes.  Her  life  
as  a  shepherd  began,  and  by  the  time  she  won  the  FFA  award,  she  had  grown  the  operation,  named  Blackberry  Farm,  
to  about  80  ewes.  
  
  Jones  says  she  initially  began  with  sheep  because  they  were  easy  to  handle  and  the  Border  Leicester  breed  she  raised  
was  not  very  common  in  her  area.  She  came  to  realize  that  she  had  a  business  opportunity  on  her  hands  very  quickly.

Wool   sales   became   an   important   factor   in   reducing   the   overhead   of   her   business,   so   Jones   got   creative   in   the  
distribution  of  her  wool.  She   started  by   showing   her  animals  and  building  a   reputation   for  producing  good   fleeces,  
which  she  initially  marketed  to  those  who  were  selling  roving.    
  
However,  she  relates,  she  quickly  realized  she  could  be  more  profitable  directly  selling  the  fleeces  to  handspinners  and  
crafters,   so   she   approached   these   individuals   to   use   her  wool   for   special   projects   and   now   even   sells   packages   to  
dance  studios  to  use  as  padding  in  ballet  shoes.

Jones  served  as  chapter  FFA  president  and  participated  and  placed  in  numerous  speaking  and  livestock  competitions  
and  won  the  2010  National  American  Border  Leicester  Jr.  Achievement  Award.  
  
Today,  she  attends  Walter  State  Community  College  majoring  in  food  science  and  technology,  and  relates  that  she  has  
been  saving  the  money  received  from  her  sheep  business  to  attend  a  full  university  and  graduate  school.  While  she  
has  reduced  her  flock  size  to  45  ewes  to  accommodate  her  school  schedule,  she  relates  that  she  plans  to  continue  to  
raise  sheep  in  the  future.

We  work  hard,  but   the  profits,   if  any,  are  
mini er   and   harder   to   maintain.   Now,   the  
government   is   talking  about  possible   regulations  affecting   livestock  producers   in   the  prevention  of  bio-­   
    

a  rather  stupid  question  considering  many  diseases  are  transferred  by  air,  birds,  wind,  etc.  and  even  with  the  best  biosecurity  taking  place  on  a  farm,  animals  walking  
around  in  a  field,  eating  grass,  chewing  their  cud,  lambing,  etc.  cannot  protect  them  from  something  floating  in  on  the  wind.    Just  ask  our  friends   in  England  how  their  
animals  fared  during  the  Hoof  and  Mouth  War  many  years  ago.    Their  animals  were  mercilessly  slaughtered  irregardless  of  whether  or  not  they  even  had  the  disease  on  
their  farm.    If  a  neighbor  had  it,  then  every  cloven-­hooved  animal  within  a  certain  circumference  from  the  affected  farm  was  butchered.  A  vet  from  England  told  me  how  
terrible  it  was  for  the  farmers.    For  me,  I  cannot  even  imagine  it.    Let  us  hope  that  we  never  do.    
    
The   me  under  attack  from  some  form  of  terrible  
disease  or  terrorism  is  ludicrous.    The  scrapie  program  that  every  sheep  farmer  is  manda
from  trying  to  keep  a  scrapie  ear  tag  in  that  I  have  given  up  and  tattoo  them  instead.    When  I  take  them  to  a  show,  I  have  to  put  a  scrapie  tag  in,  but  many  of  them  have  
lost  the

  
    
So,  the  gentlemen  came,  got  an  earful  of  suggestions  and  comments,  and  left.    My  mom  and  I  are  currently  waiting  for  the  letter  from  the  IRS  for  an  audit,  etc.    Something  
is  bound   to  happen,  since  bureaucracy  has  a   tendency   to  work   that  way.      I,   for  one,  practice  good  security  practices  on  our   farm,  but  would   they  be  enough   for   the  
government   if   they   controlled   it?      Probably   not.      How   many   of   us   would?      So,   I   enjoy   my   sheep,   but   as   the   hoops   of   restrictions   keep   getting   tacked   on,   with   no  
compensation  and  for  no  logical  reason,  I  find  that  I  might  be  enjoying  them  less  and  less.
